QUIZ INFO:

 Five quizzes will be given over the semester.  The dates are given in the calendar.  Quizzes will consist of  15 questions- fill ins, multiple choice, T/F, matching or diagrams. Each quiz is worth 100 points. The total of all  your quizzes will  reflect your score out of a total of 500 points, or 50 % of your final grade.

You will not be allowed to take the quiz for the day if you are 10 or more minutes late. If you are absent on the day of the quiz, you must have a doctor’s note to qualify for a makeup. 

 A makeup quiz will only be offered if proof of absence is presented.  The makeup will be derived from the midterm or final practical exam.  Those fill in the blank questions pertaining to the missed exam, will be rescored for a quiz grade.

PRACTICAL EXAMS:

 Two practical exams will be given.  These exams test you on your ability to identify structures on slides, models and dissections. The practical exams are fill in the blank, timed exams.  Each exam is worth 200 points.  Each is 20% of your grade.

There are no make ups for practical exams without valid proof of absence.

SKILL CHECKS-

Five skill checks are scheduled on your syllabus.  Participation is mandatory for  your points.  The skill checks are in-class tests to observe your successful progression . 

 The first skill check will be on microscope use.

 The second skill check is a test of your knowledge of the tissues.

 The third skill check is a test of your knowledge of bones.          

 The fourth skill check is a test of the sheep brain dissection.

The fifth skill check is a test of the eye dissection. 

Each skill check is worth 10 points.

LAB PERFORMANCE:

The final 50 points of your grade is based on lab performance. 

Each student begins the semester with all 50 points.

You lose 5 points for the each of the following occurences- being late for or absent from class;  putting your microscope away incorrectly; wearing open toed shoes; not cleaning up your lab station. 

YOU MUST WEAR CLOSED TOED SHOES TO CLASS OR YOU WILL NOT BE ALLOWED IN THE CLASSROOM.  

Evaluation during the term:     

To determine your grade at any time during the course, simply add your number of points against the total number of points given at that time.  Divide the total into your amount for your average  (times 100).  You are responsible for keeping track of your grades throughout the semester.  I will not be giving out grades for previous exams that you have already seen.  I keep all quizzes and exams.
